President Letter April 2010  

 Spring is here and my ñto do listò is sprouting additional 
duties faster than the weeds are springing up in the garden! All I 
know, is that when life starts getting this complex - I start making 
lists and prioritizing. There's always too much to do, so you just 
have to pick and choose what's most important. The problem is- 
some things on the surface don't look as important as others. 
That's when you've got to take the LONG view. When I analyze my 
own goals, and the steps I think I need to take to achieve my them, 
the steps that will get me there sometimes don't show up on the 

ñshort listò of necessary things to do. There needs to be a balance between the daily chores and the 
most critical needs, and your dreams and aspirations. The steps I need to take to reach my goal have 
not been on my list for a while with so many other things competing for my time. I need to make 
sure that I don't lose sight of  the BIG picture for me.  

 Our organization is similar. We have immediate needs to deal with: the Summer Art Festival 
is most critical, but also regular art exhibits and meetings, the newsletter, connections to the art 
community, and supporting our members by offering programs, workshops, and scholarships. PAL 
has a long term goal of acquiring a permanent home in Gig Harbor where we can become a focus for 
the arts in our community. In order to reach our goal, we need to raise enough money to purchase or 
rent a building, possibly find an organization or grant to assist in this process, find a location close 
enough to the Art Walk route so that we can fully participate, and develop programs to help support 
ongoing expenses. Although PAL has a critical need for volunteers to step up and help with our ac-
tivities and the Summer Festival, and serve as officers, it will also be important for all of us to watch 
for (and communicate to the PAL board) possible locations, new opportunities for fund raising, and
