No meeting for December unless called. 

Treasurerôs report:  $13,478 

Old Business:  

Festival: $15,829.94 final from Festival.  Discussion of transportations issues. The issue of offering credit card service and credit 
card machines was discussed.  Screening for next year will be at St. Nickôs.  Carol needs someone to step up to take over the Festival.  
The need for a Festival committee was discussed.  Russ and Christy will take over for Jon in 2009.  2009 will be the 25th anniversary 
of Festival. 

Minutes from October were accepted as written.  Duly moved and seconded. 

Jeanne (Crider?) is taking over the job of publicity. Patti  McQuillan  is taking over the storage unit job.  

This yearôs voting members:  moved and seconded to keep the same as last year. 

Budget for 08-09 will be sent to Board Members by email for approval. 

New Business:  

Annual Holiday party: Saturday, December 6 th from 6:30 to 8:30pm at the Rosedale Community Center, Bring a potluck dish and 
an inexpensive gift for the gift exchange.  Charlee is looking into providing music.  It was moved and seconded to pay $150 to the 
musicians; We will need a clean up team; people to set up; hospitality will buy desserts. 

Member shows: Rhene reported that the January show at the Kimball has been scheduled; Submission form will go out in the De-
cember newsletter.  Also, information will be sent via email just before deadline. Judge: Carrie Goller.  The March member show 
will be a miniature show at the library with a reception; wall art only; one month duration.  

Membership: Forms need to be filled out for updated information.  We discussed the need for a Volunteer coordinator ï a new posi-
tion or give duties to an existing board member or volunteer; some members only show up to hang their art, members should be 
ñencouragedò to volunteer;  Discussion on volunteer issues.  It was suggested that award winning artists bring their paintings to the 
following PAL meeting to show and tell.  

Workshop info in newsletter and website.  

Regional show:  Nan Feagin reported that the Regional Juried art show will be Oct 5 ï Nov 13 at Civic Center; Judging will take 
place on October 9 with the reception on October 9 from 7-9pm.  The corresponding workshop will take place on Sepember 9-11 
2009 at the Fox Island Schoolhouse.  Dan Riley and Joe MacKecknie will be the judges and teachers (composition, discovering your 
own style), and they will be at the April PAL meeting for a demo.  Final price for the workshop has not been set yet. 

Museum: Myrna reported on the hard hat tour.  The museum has money to continue building and plans to move in by January 
2009 (administration only).  They plan to finish the rest as money becomes available.  Discussion centered on PALôs monetary con-
tribution; accessability; uses of meeting room and show room; lease or rental agreement; etc.  PAL income needs to be offset by 
monies paid to museum.  Building fund should cover ñrentò; art campus still a goal but on hold. Another hard-hat meeting needs to 
be set up for more members to attend. Arvid suggested we partner with the museum for fundraisers. 

Jon: we may be losing our accountant; another was mentioned as a replacement.
