 Encaustic painting is 

an ancient technique that 

involves layering and fusing 

molten beeswax onto a sur-

face.   

 There is nothing quite like the sumptuous surfaces you 

can achieve with encaustic painting.  The sky is the limit with 

this versatile mediumðlayer it, scratch it, carve it, embed ob-

jects in it, collage with it and much more.  In this demonstra-

tion, Susan Sweetwater will present a brief history and over-

view of encaustic painting and will demonstrate basic encaus-

tic techniques.   

 Susan is a professional artist residing in Bremerton, 

Washington.  She graduated from the University of Illinois 

with a  BFA in Studio Painting in 1982.  Originally trained as 

a painter in oils, she began exploring encaustic painting in 

1998  and now works in encaustic and mixed media.  Susan 

also offers workshops and individual instruction in encaustic 

painting.
