There is a plein air instruction (with oils) program on TV - I am on an antenna- so I see it on channel 15-4 CREATE TV 
on most mornings at 9am 
"Your Brush with Nature"  with Heiner Hertling (not positive about spelling). I've caught it three times - he's been 
out painting in the snow twice and today he showed a plein air pond piece where he wanted to add a sandhill crane and 
went thru the process of painting wildlife using photo references. He has a very commonsense approach and talks about 
simplifying the composition and how light hits shapes and forms in the landscape - all the basics we need to focus on. I 
am always interested to watch other artists and like to hear them talk about what they are thinking about as they paint - 
why they make their decisions about composition or color choice, etc. I hope you'll enjoy it too.... Anne Knapp
