S c r e e n i n g G u i d e l i n e s 

P E N I N S U L A  A R T  L E A G U E  M E M B E R S ô S H O W S 

All up-to-date PAL members are eligible to exhibit in our Membersô Shows, provided they have been screened. Artists must be screened 

in each medium in which they wish to exhibit. 

Hereôs how it works: 

Å Screenings are held at selected monthly meetings, as announced in our newsletter and on our website. Usually, screening takes place prior to 

the óCall to Orderô of the general meeting just before the show. 

Drop-off time is 6pm (5:30 p.m. this month)  the day of the meeting. 

Å Bring three (3) finished art pieces, all in the same medium, to the screening (meeting) location. All pieces must be ready to be dis-

played, i.e., matted, framed, wire hung or displayed in a shadow box or able to fit in a 2ôx2ô display case. 

Å Artists who want to screen in more than one medium must submit three finished pieces in each medium, as described above. 

Å Complete the Screening Form below. Leave your completed form and your artwork and exit the building. The screeners have only one hour 

to judge the artwork, so please be on time. Screeners use a numbered scoring system to evaluate the quality and application of all aspects of 

the art pieces. 

Å Within a few days of the screening, youôll be notified by postal mail of the judging results. Once your art has been accepted in a medium, 

youôll be eligible to exhibit in that medium for as long as you remain a member in good standing. You wonôt ever need to screen in that me-

dium again (as long as your dues are up-to-date). Remember ï each medium must be screened separately. 

Criteria  

According to our By-Laws, the following are the standards used in screening: 

Å Work must illustrate a good understanding ï and a good use ï of the given medium and/or shows 

craftsmanship abilities in use of materials. 

Å Work must exhibit good design principles. 

Å Work must show good use of color and color principles when applicable. 

Å Work must be well matted and/or framed and presented in a professional manner (as applicable). 

Å Work must score at least Average in each of these categories. 

A sample of the current judging sheet is available for review upon written request.

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JUDY MORRIS WATERCOLOR WORKSHOP: 
submitted by Mimi, PAL Workshop Coordinator  
 
By all accounts PAL'S  three day workshop with Judy Morris was a success. 
We had twelve artists registered for the workshop with one succumbing to a 
virus at the last minute.   The artists attending represented a broad 
geographic area that included local PAL members and others from Sequim, 
Puyallup, Seattle, and Alaska.  It was a congenial and fun group that plans 
to get together again in the future. 
 
This workshop was unique in that the focus was really on prior planning in  
order to enhance one's design and composition...plus using patterns and 
textures.   Judy Morris skillfully demonstrated how reference photos could  
be viewed as another tool in this process as she cut and taped them, used 
varying percentages of gray and black prismacolor pens to enhance values or 
eliminate annoying shapes.  Everyone had an opportunity to share their  
design and composition with the group and with Judy for critiquing.   As Judy 
wrote in Volume 44 of the International Artist Magazine (Aug 2005), "I am a  
planner and work through a set process for each new work.  My paintings  
begin with digital photographs and sketches of the subjects that catch my 
eye...Working from my references, I draw the image to scale on inexpensive 
drawing paper...As I draw what I want to paint, my mind is solving all kinds  
of problems.  I think about composition, values, colors, detail, technique  
and hundreds of other elements that will build the painting.   When I have 
transferred this drawing to the watercolor paper, I feel as if the painting  
is half finished.   I have planned.  I know where I'm going."   For in depth  
examples of her techniques, see the eight page article.
