We recently purchased another pastel video for our library entitled Plein Air with Pastel by Master Pastelist Greg 
Biolchini. This is an 80 minute DVD featuring one demo from start to finish. The artist uses wet and dry technique 
alternately. He states that ñeven a beginning student can use pastel as a wash effectively, and more accomplished art-
ists may be pleasantly surprised at how pastel over wash can expand their technical skills."  Besides the actual paint-
ing demo, he covers subjects such as preparing a painting surface (the artist creates his own paper using a gesso & 
pumice mixture over mat board), fixative, matting and framing.
