will certainly buy a few tubes of paint or some much needed paper or dinner out! The
group has fun while enjoying the various painting styles by beginners and professionals
alike and sharing techniques and encouragement, when needed. Models are asked to sele
colorful attire, and have arrived wearing unique costumes, favorite hunting and fishing
clothes, period clothing, outfits from their travels or cultural histories or just plain everyday

. clothing.

Those who would like to model for the group are asked to practice ahead of time, especially the quick ges-
tures. Our Tuesday schedule is broken down into two segments. The first two
hours the model poses for quick gesturedrawing sessions ranging from 10 one
 minute sessions graduating to a 20 minute session. The last two hours will be
one pose. And, of course, the model receives a break every 20 minutes. Artists
are always free to move their easelsabout after each 20 minute session.
